Errata in Yarbrough and Yarbrough, Seventh Edition
Page 30, caption to Figure 4: Note that there cannot be reductions in Y production in Country A beyond point AP, because that would make production of Y negative.
Page 31, second paragraph of section 6.3: “Residents of A will purchase Y from B if they can do so at a price below the autarky price of Y, or (PX/PY)A.”

The problem is that (PX/PY)A is the (relative) price of X, not Y.  It could be corrected by writing (PY/PX)A.  Alternatively, since the rest of the discussion is in terms of (PX/PY), one could write: “Residents of A will sell X to B if they can do so at a price above the autarky price of X, or (PX/PY)A.”
