We do not possess objects so much as bundles of rights.  These rights are context sensitive.  Some examples of the right that may be included in the bundle:

· The right to use (an Internet domain name but not an assault rifle)

· The right to use exclusively (a trademark but not a public beach)

· The right to cut down (trees but perhaps not an old growth forest)

· The right to carry (a briefcase or backpack but not a concealed gun)

· The right to build on (some land, but not land zoned as pasture)

· The right to mine (but may be limited, such as for water or oil) 

· The right to control one’s own name, picture, or likeness

· The right to fly over (but not drive or walk over)

· The right to modify (your clothes but maybe not your house)

· The right to sell (but not eagle feathers or your kidney or baby)

· The right to sell to anyone (unless there is a restrictive covenant)

· The right to fill in (a hole in your yard but not a protected wetlands)

· The right to destroy (an old radio or tool shed but not shares of stock)

· The right to vote (with common stock but not preferred stock)

· The right to burn (firewood but not your house or your pet dog)

· The right to display publicly (your flag but not your naked body)
